The 2016 Urban Deer Hunt  begins September 5 and ends December 31, 2016.  Hunting before or after these dates is strictly prohibited. 

City Permits are non-transferable and shall only authorize the named Permitee to participate in the 2016 Urban Deer Hunt.

This Permit is only valid in conjunction with a valid West Virginia Hunting License.

Hunter must have this City Permit and photo ID on his/her person while hunting.

Each City Permit is site specific, and only permits hunting of deer within the Urban Hunting Tract identified herein.

This City Permit only authorizes hunting by means of archery bow and arrow or cross bow, and then only from a tree stand and in accordance to all other provisions of the enabling ordinance and applicable State laws, rules, and regulations.  Hunting with any other instrument is strictly prohibited.

Permitees may harvest up to 7 deer which shall not apply to the regular archery season bag limit as set by the West Virginia Division of Natural Resources; provided that only 2 of the 7 deer can be antlered, and Permitees are required to harvest at least 1 antlerless deer prior to harvesting an antlered deer.  No more than 2 deer may be harvested in any one day.  Any violation of these requirements shall result in permanent forfeiture of the City Permit and shall constitute a violation of both city and state laws and regulations.
A Permitee shall report and certify the time, date, place and sex of any deer harvested by the Permitee in the 2016 Urban Deer Hunt to the City Manager within 72 hours on designated forms.  Forms are available at the City Manager’s Office.  A Permitee shall also abide by State Law and additionally  register their harvest electronically at www.wvdnr.gov. 

A Permitee shall make every reasonable effort to track a wounded deer for the purpose of completing the harvest and recovering the carcass.  In the event the deer is not recovered or leaves the permitted hunting tract, the Permitee shall immediately notify the Charleston Police Department (304-348-6829 or304- 348-6424) or the City Manager (304-348-8014) or and provide sufficient information to enable the City to find and retrieve the deer.

A person exercising privileges granted pursuant to a City Permit shall thereby voluntarily assume full responsibility for any risks of loss, property damage or personal injury, including death, caused or incurred by the Permitee and shall indemnify, defend and hold the City of Charleston harmless from any such claims.  

A person exercising privileges granted pursuant to a City Permit on an Urban Hunting Tract which is owned or controlled, in whole or part, by the City of Charleston shall, without need for further evidence of assent, be deemed to have released, waived, discharged and to have covenanted not to sue the City for any loss, damage, or injury, including death, that may be sustained, whether caused by the negligence of the City, the condition of the property, or otherwise, while participating in such activities.

Notwithstanding any other provision contained herein, the City Manager shall retain the absolute discretion, subject to the enabling ordinance, to issue, deny, or revoke a City Permit, or to limit or condition the same in any manner, for any reason or no reason
