Resolution No. 414-14- Authorizing the Mayor or his designee to sign and submit an
application to the West Virginia Division of Justice and Community Services (DJCS) for
a Justice Assistance Grant (JAG) requesting funds in the amount of $280,000.00 to
provide for MDENT officers. A 25% match for this grant is comprised of supplemental
salary and benefit costs incurred by each participating agency.

Resolution No. 415-14- Authorizing the Mayor or his designee to enter into an
agreement with the West Virginia Department of Transportation, Division of Highways,
to receive and administer funds in the amount of $130,000.00 from the Transportation
Alternatives Grant Program for projects relating to Piedmont Elementary School.

Be it Resolved by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia:

That the Mayor or his designee is hereby authorized and directed to enter into an
agreement with the West Virginia Department of Transportation, Division of Highways,
to receive and administer funds in the amount of $130,000.00 from the Transportation
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Alternatives Grant Program for projects relating to Piedmont Elementary School. The
grant funds will provide for the following infrastructure and non-infrastructure projects:

Infrastructure ($100,000):

Construction and/or improvement of sidewalks, including appropriate curb cuts;
truncated domes and pedestrian crosswalks; and removal of obstructive flora on Lee
Street.

Non-infrastructure ($30,000):

Activities related to the education, enforcement, encouragement and evaluation of
walking and biking to school.

seconded the motion. With a majority of members elected recorded thereon as voting
in the affirmative the Mayor declared Resolution 415-14 adopted.
