COMMITTEE ON PLANNING

Councilperson Mary Jean Davis, Chairperson of the Council Committee on Planning, submitted the following report:
1. Your committee on Planning has had under consideration Bill Number 7628, and reports the same to Council with the recommendation that the bill do pass.

Bill No. 7628 amending Chapter 2, Article VII, Division 10 Charleston Historic Landmarks Commission, of the Code of the City of Charleston and amending Section 2-020, Section 20-040, and adding section 20-050 of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Charleston, in order to establish a process to temporarily stay the demolition of historic buildings so that alternatives to demolition may be explored.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA

1. That the Council for the City of Charleston hereby amends Chapter 2, Article VII, Division 10 - Charleston Historic Landmarks Commission, of the Code of the City of Charleston for the purpose of designating historic properties and historic districts that are subject to a temporary stay of demolition, to read as follows:
CHAPTER 2 – ADMINISTRATION

ARTICLE VII. – BOARD, COMMITTEES AND COMMISSIONS

DIVISION 10 – CHARLESTON HISTORIC LANDMARKS COMMISSION

Sec. 2-695. Designation of historic properties and historic districts with review for certificate of appropriateness.

Properties and districts may be designated as historic in one of three manners as outlined below. Section (a) designates a structure, site or district as historic solely in an effort to honor its significance. Section (b) designates a structure, site or district as historic and subject to a temporary stay of demolition. Section (c) designates a structure, site or district as historic and subject to both a temporary stay of demolition and design review. 

(a)
Prior to designation of a historic landmark or historic district that includes review of certificate of appropriateness by the commission, the commission shall make or cause to be made a report on the historical, cultural, architectural significance of each building, structure, site and district proposed for designation, based upon the following standards: 

(1)
No building, structure, site or district shall be deemed to be a historic one unless it has been prominently identified with or best represents, some major aspect of the cultural, political, economic, military or social history of the city, region, state or nation, or has had a major relationship with the life of a historic personage or event representing some major aspect of, or ideals related to, the history of the city, region, state or nation. In the case of buildings or structures which are to be so designated, they shall embody the principal or unique features of an architectural type or demonstrate the style of a period of our history or method of construction, or serve as an illustration of the work of a master builder, designer or architect whose genius influenced the period in which he worked or has significance in current times. 

(2)
The commission shall submit such report, including maps and photographs as necessary, to the State Historic Preservation Office and the West Virginia Division of Culture and History. In the case of a report for a proposed historic district, the commission shall submit with the report a map showing boundaries of the proposed district. 

(b)
In the event that a historic district or historic property is to be subject to a temporary stay of demolition by the historic landmarks commission, the commission shall make or cause to be made a report on the historical, cultural, architectural significance of the structure, site or district as outlined in section (a) above and upon a nomination by the commission, the city council shall hold a public hearing on the proposed designation of the historic property or historic district, and on the temporary stay of demolition requirements for the historic district. Notice of the hearing shall be published at least two times in the principal newspaper of general circulation within the city; and written notice of the hearing shall be mailed by the commission to all owners of such properties. All the notices shall be published or mailed not less than ten nor more than twenty days prior to the date set for the public hearing. Following the public hearing, the local governing body may designate the property or properties as historic and subject to a temporary stay of demolition, and approve, amend or reject the proposed regulations or requirements. 

(bc)
In the event that a historic district or historic property is to be subject to both a temporary stay of demolition and review of certificates of appropriateness by the historic landmarks commission, the commission shall make or cause to be made a report on the historical, cultural, architectural significance of the structure, site or district as outlined in section (a) above and then upon a nomination by the commission, the city council shall hold a public hearing on the proposed designation of the historic property or historic district, and any proposed regulations and requirements for the historic district. Notice of the hearing shall be published at least two times in the principal newspaper of general circulation within the city; and written notice of the hearing shall be mailed by certified mail with signed return receipt required by the commission to all owners and occupants of such properties. All the notices shall be published or mailed not less than ten nor more than 20 days prior to the date set for the public hearing. Following the public hearing, unless the owner of a proposed property or 50 percent of the ownership interest in a proposed district objects in writing by a notarized letter to such designation or regulations and requirements within thirty days following the public hearing, the local governing body may designate the property or properties as historic, and approve, amend or reject the proposed regulations or requirements. The notarized letter must state the party is the sole or partial owner of the property. 

(c)
Within 30 days following such designation or approval, the owners and occupants of each designated historic property shall be given written notification of such designation or approval by city council, which notice shall apprise said owners and occupants of the necessity of obtaining a certificate of appropriateness prior to undertaking any material change in the appearance of the historic site, property or landmark designated or within a historic district. 

(d)
Any such designated historic landmark or district designated under this division shall be shown on the official zoning map of the city and kept by the city as a public record to provide notice of such designation in addition to other such notification requirements of this section. 

(e)
The East End Historic District shall be deemed a lawfully created historic district at the time of enactment of the creation of the historic landmarks commission and shall be subject to rules and regulations in regard to review of certificate of appropriateness's by the historic landmarks commission. 

2. That the Council for the City of Charleston hereby amends Section 2-020, Section 20-040 and adds Section 20-050 of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Charleston for the purpose regulating the terms and conditions for a Demolition Review Permit, to read as follows:
Section 020 Definition of Terms

Demolition.  The destruction or removal of a structure, including but not limited to: the entire structure; the roof; 25% of the structure; one side of the structure; or any portion of the structure's interior that impacts the street-facing elevation’s exterior features.

Significant Building.  Any building listed on the Charleston Historic Landmarks Commission’s Local Register of Historic Places under Section 2-395(b) and (c) of the Charleston City Code.  The register may consist of the National Register of Historic Places, including districts and individual listings as well as locally designated historic districts, historic landmarks and historic sites. Significant buildings shall be shown on the official zoning map of the city.

Section 20-040-04 Local Register Historic Districts

As established in Chapter Two, Article VII, Division 10 of the Code of the City of Charleston, the Charleston Historic Landmarks Commission is granted the power to designate and maintain a register of locally significant historic districts. The local register may list buildings, districts or sites in three ways. Properties may be listed to honor their significance, to be subject to a temporary stay of demolition, or to be subject to design review.  Such All such districts are recorded on the official Zoning Map of the City of Charleston and applications for new construction, alteration, reconstruction, relocation or demolition may be subject to design review by the Charleston Historic Landmarks Commission.

Section 20-040-05 Temporary Stay of Demolition

A.
A Demolition Review Permit is required for any significant building approved under section 2-395(b) and (c) of the Code of the City of Charleston. The intent of the Demolition Review Permit is to establish a waiting period during which the City and the Applicant can propose and consider alternatives to the demolition of a building that may have significant historical, architectural, cultural or urban design value.

Demolition Review Permits are subject to review by the CHLC and shall be regulated as follows:

1. The CHLC may temporarily stay the demolition of a significant building for up to 90 days if the CHLC finds the stay would be in the public’s interest due to the buildings significant historical, architectural, cultural or urban design value. 

2. In considering a Demolition Review Permit, the CHLC may require, the applicant to divulge the proposed use of the property and submit photographic evidence of the existing conditions of the building, structural reports by a certified engineer or architect, and any other information the Commission deems necessary.

3. A Demolition Review Permit shall be reviewed by the CHLC at a public hearing, except as provided in section 4 below. The CHLC shall consider a Demolition Review Permit within 45 days after the filing thereof by the owner or occupant. Notice of the time and place of the hearing shall be given by publication in a newspaper having general circulation in the city at least seven days before such hearing.

4. The CHLC may approve a Demolition Review Permit without a hearing, by way of an administrative review, if they determine the building is well beyond rehabilitation or that the public’s interest clearly outweighs its preservation or rehabilitation.

B.
At the time of the passage of this ordinance, existing significant buildings shall be subject to a Demolition Review Permit.

3. All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Bill No. 7629 amending the Municipal Planning Commission’s rules of procedures and policy by amending section 2.2 Quorum and adding a section 2.3 Voting. Rules and procedures may be adopted by the Municipal Planning Commission and approved by City Council pursuant to Section 8A-2-11 of the State Code, Section 90-36 of the City Code and Section 26-5 of the Zoning Ordinance.
Be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia:

1. The rules and procedures for the Municipal Planning Commission are hereby amended as follows:

Rules of Procedure and Policy

And Overview of the Application Process

1.
Establishment of the Rules of Procedure and Policy

1.1 Name

The name of the Commission shall be the Municipal Planning Commission of the City of Charleston, hereinafter referred to as “Commission.”

1. 2 Purpose

The purpose of these rules of procedure and policy are to provide for the conduct of Commission business in a responsible and orderly manner.

1.3 Authority

These rules of procedure and policy have been adopted by the Commission pursuant Section 8A-2-11 of the State Code, Section 90-36 of the City of Charleston Code, and Section 28-030 of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Charleston.

1.4 Amendments

These rules of procedure and policy may be amended or altered by a majority vote of the Commission and affirmed by the Charleston City Council.

2.
General Rules

2.1 Open Meetings

All official meetings of the Commission and its Committees shall be open to the public and the news media. The minutes of the proceedings shall be open to the public.

2.2 Quorum

The Commission must have a quorum to conduct a meeting. A majority of the members constitutes a quorum. No action of the Commission is official unless authorized by a majority of the members present.  Commissioners may attend a meeting and vote on items in person, by telephone, and by video conference.
2.3 Voting

No action of the Commission is official unless authorized by a majority of the members present. The Chairperson may cast a vote in the case of a tie. Commissioners may not vote by proxy.

2.34 Recording of Minutes

Commission meetings are recorded electronically. As a matter of general policy, the proceedings are not transcribed. Anyone wishing a legal transcription must provide a court reporter at his/her own expense.  Copies of recordings and minutes of Commission meetings shall be furnished upon written request. There will be a charge as necessary to recover the cost of making such copies. (Note: Commission minutes are not final until approved by the Commission at the subsequent meeting).

2.45 Planning Department Staff

The Planning Department staff, hereinafter referred to as “Staff,” assists the Commission in carrying out their duties and responsibilities by: accepting applications for items to be reviewed by the Commission; preparing the Commissions agenda; publishing legal advertisements; posting notices on the subject property; taking minutes of the meetings; maintaining custody and preservation of all papers and documents of the Commission and their proceedings; preparing, publishing and distributing reports, ordinances and other material relating to the activities of the Commission; and enforcing the Commission’s decisions.

2.56 Officers

The Commission shall elect from its members a Chairperson and Vice Chairperson. The Vice Chairperson shall have the authority to act as Chairperson in the absence or disability of the Chairperson.

2.67 Attendance

Should a Commissioner fail to attend four (4) or more regular meetings of the Commission per calendar year, that office may be declared vacant and a new Commissioner may be appointed by the Mayor and affirmed by the Charleston City Council.

3.
Meetings

3.1 Regular Meetings

The Commission will meet regularly on the Wednesday following the first Monday of each month and shall begin its meetings at 3:00p.m.whihc will be held at the place as noted on the agenda.

3.2 Special Meetings

Notice for a special meeting must be in writing, include the date, time and place of the special meeting, and be sent to all Commissioners at least two (2) days before the special meeting

Written notice of a special meeting is not required if the date, time and place of the special meeting were set during a regular meeting.

3.3 Study Sessions

The Commission may meet informally in study sessions (open to the public) at the request of a majority of the Commission or Staff, to review forthcoming requests of the City, to receive progress reports on current programs or projects, or to receive other similar information from the City Administration, provided that all discussions and conclusions thereon shall be informal.

4.
Order of Business and Agenda

4.1 Order of Business

The general rule as to the order of business in regular meetings shall be as follows, unless modified by the Commission or the Staff pursuant to the provisions below:

If there is more than one request pertaining to a particular project or property, the requests may be arranged consecutively on the agenda. 

4.2 Agenda

Items may be placed on the agenda by either the Chairperson or Staff. Requests for rezonings, text amendments, developments of significant impact, major developments of significant impact and subdivisions must be filed with staff on or before the appropriate filing deadline. All other requests must be filed in writing at least four (4) calendar days prior to the hearing. 

4.3 Request for Continuance

Prior to the hearing, any request for continuance must be made in writing at least seven (7) calendar days prior to the hearing. Staff will send notices to the adjacent property owners by U.S. mail stating that the request has been delayed. A request for continuance after the seven (7) day deadline requires a majority vote of the Commission at the hearing.

4.4 Request for Withdrawal

Requests for withdrawal must be made in writing prior to the hearing. A new application and associated filing fees must be resubmitted before the item is placed on a future agenda.

5.
Meeting Procedures

5.1 Speaking Order

After the Chairperson announces a case, the testimony shall be made in the following order:

Applicant or his/her agent

Staff Report

Other Persons in Favor

Persons in Opposition

Rebuttal by the Applicant

Except for a spokesperson that is coordinating presentations, no one may speak a second time until all other persons wishing to speak have been heard. Once the applicant, staff and all persons in favor of and in opposition to the application have been heard, the Chairperson shall close the case for public comment. The Commission may then hold discussion on the application. Following the discussion, the Chairperson shall ask for a motion, second on the motion and a hand count.

5.2 Applicant and Staff Responsibilities

It shall be the applicant’s responsibility to prepare and present their case to the Commission. Staff shall not be expected to present or influence an application for either side, but shall be expected to exercise independent and professional judgment when presenting the staff report.

5.3 Time Limits    

There shall be a five (5) minute time limit for all parties that address the Commission as either the applicant or parties speaking in favor or opposition to a case. The Commission may, at their discretion and upon a majority vote of the members present, extend the time limit.

5.4 Addressing the Commission

Formal rules of evidence do not apply at the Commission meetings.  Anyone may appear and speak at a hearing.  However, no person may speak until recognized by the Chairperson of the hearing.

5.5 Manner of Addressing the Commissions

Each person addressing the Commission shall speak clearly into the microphone located at the lectern and give his/her name and address for the record. All testimony shall be addressed to the Commission or Chairperson of the hearing.

5.6 Personal and Slanderous Remarks

The Chairperson may declare out of order and terminate testimony that is repetitious, irrelevant, abusive or not within the Commission’s jurisdiction.  

5.7 Evidence

After a hearing is completed, no further evidence shall be received, unless (a) the evidence is specifically requested by the Commission; or (b) the hearing is re-opened by the Commission and opportunity is provided to other persons to respond. 

5.8 Submitting Evidence

Persons wishing to submit reports or studies relating to a matter before the Commission should submit sufficient copies to staff for public inspection and distribution to Commission members at least two weeks prior to the hearing.  This allows time for the study or report to be mailed to the Commissioners for their review.  Otherwise, it may be necessary for the Commission to continue the hearing to another date.  However, the Commission will not allow the late filing of material to be used as a delay tactic that infringes upon the rights of people on the opposite side of an issue.

5.9 Failure to Appear

The Commission, upon a majority vote, may open a hearing for public comment if the applicant or his/her agent fails to appear at the meeting. The public comments shall be recorded and made part of the file.

Application Process Overview*

1. Application Filing Deadline

Applications will be accepted on or before the appropriate filing deadlines for special permits, temporary permits, rezonings, text amendments and subdivisions. The application will be placed in a file, assigned a case number and be made available for public review.

2. Public Notification

After the appropriate filing deadline, staff will publish a legal advertisement in the local newspaper, send a notice via U.S. mail to those persons entitled to receive notice pursuant to applicable law, and post a sign on the subject property announcing the request.

3. Agenda

Staff will prepare the agenda and display a copy in the office of the City Clerk for public review. Staff may post the agenda on the City’s web site. The agenda is subject to change, addition or deletion without notice.

4. Packets and Departmental Reviews

Staff will make copies of all timely filed applications and mail them to the Commission members for their review prior to the hearing. Copies will also be sent to various City departments for review and comment.

5. Public Record

Applications and their content are public information and shall be available for public review during normal office hours of the Planning Department.

6. Submittal of Evidence and Comments

Persons wishing to have their opinions heard but who are unable to attend the Commission meeting are encouraged to submit their comments or evidence in writing to the Planning Department so that it can be made part of the public file. Packets are prepared for the Commission members on a black and white copier using standard letter sized paper. Staff is not responsible for image degradation as a result of the copier, or from reducing exhibits submitted on larger than letter size paper.

7. Revised Agenda

Staff will revise the agenda to remove any withdrawn items or to add miscellaneous items prior to the hearing.

8. Revised Packet

Staff will create a revised packet for the Commission members a few days prior to the hearing that may include new exhibits, departmental reviews, or letters from the public. Generally the Commission receives the revised packet at the meeting.

* Application Process Overview is not part of the Rules of Procedures of the Planning Commission. They are general policies of the Planning Department and are subject to change with out notice. The inclusion of the section is to provide the public with as much policy and procedure information as possible in one document.
