Be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: That Article XVII of Chapter
31 of the Charleston City Code is hereby established and shall read as follows:

ARTICLE XVII VALET PARKING AREAS




Section 31-249 Definitions

(a) Valet Parking Area: An area adjacent to a business used for short term parking of
vehicles for the purpose of allowing the business patron to leave the vehicle for an attendant who shall
move the vehicle to a long term parking space.

(b) Valet Parking Space: A twenty-two foot space within a valet parking area that is used
to park no more that on vehicle.

Section 31-250 Valet parking Area Requirements

Valet parking areas may be established on the streets or side walks of the City, of the following
conditions are met:

(a) A valet parking area may be designated in business or commercial areas where off-street
parking is not required;

(b) A valet parking area may only be designated in business or commercial areas where off-
street parking is not required;

(c) Any area to be designated for valet parking shall be limited to the size of the building
frontage or a maximum of four valet parking spaces.

Vehicles may not remain in the valet parking area for longer than 5 minutes.

Section 31-251 Application and Area Fees

A valet parking arca may be required by a filing a written application with the traffic engineering
department specifying the proposed location of the valet parking area and number of valet parking
spaces sought. The traffic engineering department will inspect the area to determine whether the area
meets with the requirements of Section 31-250. If approved the Traffic Engineer may designate the are
a valet parking area.

The annual fee for valet parking space in a valet parking area shall be $100.00 dollars. In
addition, the permittee shall pay all costs associated with establishing the valet parking area.

Section 31-252 Violations

It shall be unlawful for any person to park a vehicle in a valet parking area in violation of any of
the provisions of this article. Any person violating the provisions of this article shall be fined $100.00.

In addition to the fines set forth above, the valet parking area shall be subject to revocation for




violations by the business operating the valet parking area.

11. Your Committee on Finance has had under consideration Bill No. 6875, and reports the same to
Council with the recommendation that the Bill do pass.

Bill No. 6875, as amended, a Bill to amend and re-enact Section 2-83 of the Charleston City Code, by
adding provision to prohibit the purchase or expenditure of funds to businesses or individuals that are
delinquent in any financial obligation to the City or are not in compliance with any City licensing or
permit requirement.

Be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia:

That Section 2-83 of the Code of the City of Charleston, is hereby amended and re-enacted to read
as follows:

Sec. 2-83. Purchase of supplies and materials.

(a) All supplies and materials for the various departments of the city government, not exceeding at
any one time the sum of three thousand five hundred dollars, shall be purchased by the city manager,
and every reasonable precaution shall be taken to procure the supplies and materials at the very lowest
price possible consistent with good service and quality. All such purchases shall be made upon
requisition signed by the officer in charge of the department for which the supplies or materials are
needed, and filed with the city manager, who shall thereupon direct his order to the person from whom it
is proposed to purchase the supplies or materials, requiring him to deliver the supplies to the person in
charge of the department for which ordered, and the supplier shall make out his bill at the contract price,
on a blank form attached to order and furnished therewith by the manager, and shall send the bill with
the goods to the officer in charge of the department for which they were ordered; and it shall be the duty
of the officer to examine the goods delivered and the quantity thereof, and if he finds the quantity to be
as stated in the order and the quality first class or of the grade ordered, he shall endorse the bill with a



statement that the goods have been received and the quantity and quality found to be correct and shall
return the bill and the order upon which it was furnished to the merchant or person making the same,
who shall file it with the city manager for approval and authorization for payment. If found incorrect, or
if the quality be found below the standard and grade ordered, the officer in charge shall refuse to accept
the goods and shall notify the manager to that effect, and the person furnishing the goods shall be
notified by the officer in charge of the department that the goods can only remain where delivered at the
risk of the person delivering.

(b) The purchase of supplies and materials for the various departments of the city government
exceeding at any one time the sum of five thousand dollars shall first be approved by the city council,
and thereupon the provisions of subsection (a) of this section shall become applicable.

(c) Nothing in this article shall be construed to preclude the purchase by the city of materials,
supplies and equipment by agreement between the city and state director of the division of purchases of
the department of finance and administration, as provided in subsection (a), section 8-12-10 of the
Code of West Virginia.

(d) Nothing in this article shall prelude the city manager from purchasing supplies and materials
without receiving approval from city council where, in the judgement of the city manager, the failure to
immediately purchase supplies and materials, prior to securing council approval, would result in a
condition of extreme peril resulting in substantial damages to injury to persons or property within this
City, whether such occurrence is caused by an act of God, nature or man, including an enemy of the
United States.

(e) No contract, purchase or otherexpenditure-ofcity-funds may be or authorized to any
business or individual that is delinquent in an y financial obligation to the City or is not operating with all
required licenses and permits.
