Beginning at the westerly right-of-way of Laurel Road on the southeasterly side of 
Michael and Nancy Ward’s property at 703 Laurel Road, beginning 30 feet wide and 
running in a southwesterly direction 280 ft, m/l, then becoming 20 feet wide, and turning 
to a northwesterly direction, running 1,120 feet, m/l to its termination point common with 
the Corridor “G” right-of way all of said street being situate in the City of Charleston, 
West Virginia.  
 

Is hereby closed, abandoned and discontinued. 
 
2.  The City of Charleston hereby reserves a sewer easement for the full width and length of 
the above-described right-of-way for the purpose of construction, maintenance, repair and 
removal of storm and sanitary sewer lines. No person shall construct improvements, plant trees, 
ort other vegetation, or take any other action which would interfere with this easement, nor alter 
the present surface profile or contour of the subject right-of-way by more that one (1) foot 
without the written permission of the City Engineer and Charleston Sanitary Board. 
 
3. The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is hereby authorized and directed to execute, 
acknowledge and deliver proper deeds conveying to Lynda Strickland, John L. Ray, Mary Locke 
Gallagher, and Michael and Nancy Ward all right, title and interest in and to said street described 
in Section 1 above, except as provided in Section 2 above, upon payment ____, to be paid to the 
City of Charleston by the petitioners. 
 
4.  All prior Ordinance, or parts of Ordinances, inconsistent with his ordinance are hereby 
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Bill 6968    - A Bill amending and reenacting a new Code for the City of Charleston, 
West Virginia; providing a penalty for the violation thereof; providing for the manner of 
amending such Code; providing for the inclusion of Supplement No. 1 and the making of 
corrections in the Code; and providing when such Code and this bill shall become effective. 

 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, WEST 
VIRGINIA: 

 
 Section 1.  The Code entitled “Code of the City of Charleston, West Virginia,” published by 

Municipal Code Corporation consisting of Chapters 1 through 126, each inclusive, with 
handwritten correction thereon is adopted. 
   



 Section 2.  This ordinance does not affect any ordinances adopted after September 5, 2000. 
 
 Section 3.  Unless another penalty is expressly provided, every person convicted of a violation of 
any provision of the Code of any ordinance, rule or regulation adopted or issued in pursuance 
thereof, shall be punished by a fine of not less than $10.00 and not more than $500.00, 
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 30 day or any combination thereof.  Except as otherwise 
provided, each act of violation and each day upon which any such violation shall occur shall 
constitute a separate offense.  The penalty provided by this section, unless another penalty is 
expressly provided, shall apply to the amendment of any Code section whether or not such 
penalty is reenacted in the amendatory ordinance.  In addition to the penalty prescribed above, the 
city may pursue other remedies such as abatement of nuisances, injunctive relief, and revocation 
of licenses or permits. 

 
 Corporation may make formal, nonsubstantive changes in ordinances included in the 
supplement, insofar as necessary to do so in order to embody them into a unified code. For 
example, Municipal Code Corporation may: Section 4.  Additions or amendments to the Code 
when passed in the form as to indicate the intention of the city to make the same a part of the 
Code shall be deemed to be incorporated in the Code, so that reference to the Code includes the 
additions and amendments. 
 
 
 Section 5.  Ordinances adopted after September 5, 2000, that amend or refer to 
ordinances that have been codified in the Code, shall be construed as if they amend or refer to 
like provisions of the Code.  Municipal Code Corporation shall include ordinances adopted after 
September 5, 2000 and adopted through the date of adoption of this ordinance in Supplement No. 
1 to the Code and include Supplement No. 1 in the Code prior to the shipment of the Code to the 
City.  In addition, Munic ipal Code Corporation shall make any modification to the Code 
indicated upon a proof copy of the Code furnished by the City to Municipal Code Corporation. 
 
 Section 6.  Municipal Code Corporation shall correct spelling, grammar and 
typographical errors in the Code as supplemented with Supplement No. 1, but in no case shall 
any change be made that substantively changes any ordinance.  In addition, when preparing 
Supplement No. 1 or any other supplement to the Code, Municipal Code 

 
(1) Arrange the material into appropriate organizational units. 
 
(2) Supply appropriate catch lines, headings and titles for chapters,    
 articles, divisions, subdivisions and sections to be included in the    
 Code and make changes in any such catch lines, headings and titles    
 or in any such catchiness, headings and titles already in the Code. 
 
(3) Assign appropriate numbers to chapters, articles, divisions,     
 subdivisions and sections to be added to the code. 
 
(4) Where necessary to accommodate new material, change existing    
 numbers assigned to chapters, articles, divisions, subdivisions or    



 sections. 
 
(5) Change the words “this ordinance” or similar words to “this    
 chapter,” “this article,” “this division,” “this subdivision,” “this    
 section” or “sections ______ to ______” (inserting section     
 numbers to indicate the sections of the Code that embody the    
 substantive sections of the ordinance incorporated in the Code). 
 
(6) Make other nonsubstantive changes necessary to preserve the    
 original meaning of the ordinances inserted in the Code. 
 
Section 7.  This ordinance shall become effective upon certification by the City Clerk of the 
receipt of the final printed copies of the Code from Municipal Code Corporation.

Bill  No. 6949, Committee Susstitute - - An Ordinance amending and reenacting Sections 
28-42 and 43 of the Code of the City of Charleston, by adding and changing conditions and 
criteria for closing and discontinuing city streets, alleys, lanes, roads and rights-of-way, and 
deleting Section 28-44 of the Code of the City of Charleston.  
 
Be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: That the Council for the 
City of Charleston hereby amends and reenacts Sections 28-42 and 43 of the Code of the City of 
Charleston, by adding and changing conditions and criteria for closing city streets, alleys, lanes, 
roads and rights-of-way, and deleting Section 28-44 of the Code of the City of Charleston, as 
follows:  
 
Article V. Street and Alley Closings.  
 
Sec 28-42 Authority to close city street, alley, lane, road or other public right-of-way.  
 
 The council, pursuant to the authority granted it by the Charter and the Code of the state, 
reserves the right to permanently close, abandon and discontinue, for public use, any street, alley, 



lane, road or other public right-of-way presently owned by the city. (Ord. No. 1603, 12-2-74, § 
1.)  
 
Sec. 28-43    Procedure.  
 
 Any person seeking to permanently close, abandon and discontinue a public street, alley, 
lane, road, or other public right-of-way, must file with the Municipal Planning Commission:  
 
 (a)  A petition, the form of which shall be available in the Office of the Planning 
Department, which shall contain the following information and items  
 

(1)  A current certified appraisal; 
(2)  A survey and map of the property requested to be closed which 
survey shall show the names of all adjacent property owners whose 
property is within 250 ft. of property being closed. 
(3)  A metes and bounds description of property requested to be 
closed; 
(4)  A statement of reasons for closure which must include a 
benefit to the public; 
(5)  A statement of justification for closure. Such statement may 
include unique circumstances such as topography or slope limited 
access, or any other physical constraints; 
(6)  A statement as to whether the property requested to be closed 
is part of a pattern of current City of Charleston roadways;  
(7)  A statement as to whether encroachments exist to the property 
requested to be closed; 
(8)  A filing fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00);  
(9)  A bill prepared by or at the request of a member of the Council 
of the City of Charleston who has agreed to introduce the bill 
proposing closure; and 
(10)  If applicable, a request from non-profit or not- for profit entity  
for a determination of eligibility to receive the property by 
donation from the City of Charleston under the laws of West 
Virginia, the City of Charleston and all other applicable laws.  If 
such a request is made, the City Attorney shall determine whether 
the applicant is a qualified non-profit entity eligible to receive such 
a donation of property, but only upon full cooperation from the 
petitioner in timely providing all information and documentation 
requested by the City Attorney.  The City Attorney will report 
his/her determination to the Committee on Finance and City 
Council.  

 
 (b)  Upon receipt of the petition, the Planning Commission shall deliver one copy of such 
documents to the office of the City Clerk for the assignment of a number to the Bill.  Thereafter, 
the Bill will be introduced at the next Council meeting for its first reading.  At the time of the 
first reading of the Bill in City Council, it shall be referred to the Municipal Planning 



Commission for a public hearing, as prescribed by law.  Prior to holding a public hearing, the 
Planning Commission shall notify all persons on the list supplied by the petitioner of the place, 
time and date of the hearing.  This notice shall be given to all persons on the list fifteen days 
prior to the public hearing. The Planning Commission may seek the opinion of the City Attorney 
as to any legal issues,concerning ownership of the property requested to be closed. After 
considering the evidence which may come before the Planning Commission, the Planning 
Commission shall report its recommendation to the City Council at the next Council meeting.  
Such report shall include a determination whether the property is needed for public use or 
convenience and/or whether the closing and abandonment of the property will benefit the public.  
 
 (c)  Upon receipt of the Planning Commission’s recommendation, the Mayor shall refer 
the Bill to the Council’s Committee on Planning for its consideration.  After consideration of the 
Bill, the Council’s Committee on Planning shall report back to City Council with its 
recommendation for passage or rejection of the Bill. 
 
 (d)   In any event, the Mayor shall refer the bill to Council’s Committee on Finance with 
a recommendation of an appropriate consideration, based on the certified appraisal and that the 
applicant is qualified under Section 28-43 for the vacating of the public street, alley, lane, road, 
or other right-of-way.   The Committee on Finance may consider the appraisal submitted by the 
petitioner, other appraisals, the recommendations from the Mayor and/or City Manager as to 
value and other factors when assessing the appropriate consideration for the property requested 
to be closed. When the property requested to be closed is located in a residentially zoned district, 
the Committee on Finance may assess consideration in the amount of one dollar ($1.00) per 
square foot to be paid by low to moderate income petitioners, as defined by United States 
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), if satisfactory proof of such income is 
submitted (i.e. most recent federal income tax return).  
 
  (e) After consideration of the Bill by the Council’s Committee on Finance, it shall report 
its recommendations to the City Council.  Council shall then vote on the passage or rejection of 
the Bill.  Council’s final action shall be a simple majority vote of the members present at a 
regular or special meeting.  
  

(f) Any deed executed by the City pursuant to this section shall be limited to a quit 
claim conveyance and shall reserve all necessary sewer and other utility easements.
