The following Resolution was introduced by Councilman Marc Weintraub, and Councilwoman
Sara Crickenberger.

Resolution No. 225-03:" Stating the City of Charleston’s position on a preemptive strike against
Iraq.”

WHEREAS, the issues between Iraq and the world community have not proven to be irresoluble
by traditional diplomatic efforts;

WHEREAS, Saddam Hussein is a tyrant who should be removed from power, both for the good
of the Iragi people and to further World security;



WHEREAS, the Congressional Budget Office estimates that military action against Iraq would
cost between $9 and $13 billion per month, likely resulting in further cuts in federally funded
projects and programs that benefit the City of Charleston, West Virginia and its residents;

WHEREAS, in past wars, West Virginia has suffered more deaths and casualties per capita than
any other state, and would, therefore, send a large number of men and women to fight in awar

against lrag;

WHEREAS, approximately one dozen City Police and Fire personnel have been called up to
military service as part of preparation for the war against Iraq thereby significantly reducing the
number of safety personnel available to City residents;

WHEREAS, another approximately six members of the City Police and Fire departments will
likely be called to service should a war with Iraq be necessary;

WHEREAS, we give our unconditional support to United States military personnel serving at
home and abroad and their tireless battle against global terrorism, and should out military forces
be sent to war with Irag, we give our unyielding support to our young men and women serving in
our nation’s military, even if we oppose the policy that sent them there;

NOW, THEREFORE THE IT RESOLVED, that we, the members of City Council of the City of
Charleston, West Virginia oppose a preemptive United States military attack against Iraq unless
it is clearly demonstrated that Iraq poses a real and imminent threat to the security and safety of
the United States,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we support the continued use of unfettered United Nations
weapons inspections as the most likely method for controlling Iragq’s desire to produce and
possibly utilize weapons of mass destruction,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we urge the United States government to work with the
United Nations Security Council to reaffirm our nation’s commitment to the rule of law in all
international relationships; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the West Virginia
congressional delegation.

Irag and that Iraq poses areal and imminent threat to the security and safety of the United States,

possibly utilize weapons of mass destruction;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that we urge the United States government require decisive
action by the United Nations Security Council to reaffirm the United Nations' commitment to the
rule of law in al international relationships; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to the West Virginia
congressional delegation, President of the United States and all members of the United States
Armed Services who are proud to claim Charleston, West Virginia, United States of Americaas
their home.

Councilwoman Sara Crickenberger submitted the following reports.

1. Y our Committee on Planning has had under consideration Bill No. 6945, and reports the same
to Council with the recommendation that the committee report not be adopted.

Bill No. 6945, A Bill amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Charleston by deleting
barbershops, beauty parlors, manicure and pedicure shops as allowable Level 2 specia permit
Home-based businesses.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, WEST
VIRGINIA

The Zoning Ordinance of the City of Charleston, West Virginia enacted the 7*" day of March
1983, as amended, is hereby amended by deleting barbershops, beauty parlors, manicure and
pedicure shops as allowable Level 2 special permit Home-based businesses. The new provisions
shall read as follows:

1) In ARTICLE 20: SPECIAL PERMIT USES:
Section 20-3 (f.1) Home-based business-amending:

(5) Level 2 specia permit Home-based businesses shall include, but not be limited to:

(A) Professional offices where some clientele may be required, such as
Architects, brokers, counselors, clergy, engineers, insurance agents, real estate
agents, lawyers, accountants, editors, publishers, journalists, cleaning services,
salespersons, travel agents, and psychologists.

(B) Personal services, such as catering, chauffeuring services, and physica
therapists (no more than 2 people being tended to at any one time).

(C) Instructional services such as music, dance, art and craft classes, and tutoring
(no more than 2 people being instructed at any one time).

(D) Repair services for small appliances, computers, watches and clocks,
electronic devices.

(E) Workrooms for tailors, dressmakers, milliners, and craft persons, including
jewelry making, cabinetry and woodworking.



(6) Home-based businesses shall not include dance studios, commercia repair, or storage of
automobiles, medical or dental clinics or offices where patients are treated, restaurants,
bar/nightclubs, mortuary or funeral establishments, boarding/rooming/tourist homes, kennel,
stables, veterinarian, clinics/hospitals. Barbershops, beauty parlors, manicure and pedicure
shops, nor adult uses. Uses not specifically mentioned shall not be permitted when the Planning
Director determines that such use is of the same general character is at least one of those stated
above.

5) The TABLE OF PERMITTED USES is hereby amended to conform with Section 1 above.

6) All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are hereby
repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
