PLANNING 
Councilperson Mary Jean Davis, of the Council Committee on Planning, submitted the 
following reports. 
 
1. Your Committee on Planning has had under consideration Bill No. 7321, and 
reports the same to Council with the recommendation that the Bill do pass, but first be 
referred to the Finance Committee for determination of the cost. 
 
A Bill closing, abandoning and discontinuing as a public right of way an alley that runs 
between and is perpendicular to Monongalia Street and Virginia Street, West, located in 
the Charleston West Tax District of the City of Charleston, Kanawha County, West 
Virginia.  
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA: 
1. The public right of way that runs between and is perpendicular to Monongalia 
Street and Virginia Street, West, located in the Charleston West Tax District of the City 
of Charleston, Kanawha County, West Virginia, is more particularly described as 
follows: 
 
10’ WIDE ALLEY 
 
All that certain lot, tract or parcel of land lying and being situate in the city of Charleston, 
Charleston West Tax District, Kanawha County, West Virginia, being more particularly 
bounded and described as follows:  
 
Beginning at a point at the intersection of the Westerly side of Virginia Street West and 
the Northerly side of a 10' wide alley, said point also being the Southeastern corner to 
Goodwill Industries of Kanawha Valley, Inc., (Deed Book 2616 at page 211), from which 
a 3/4" iron pipe found bent bears S89°52'38"W at 0.40' and another 3/4" iron pipe found 
on the Westerly side of Virginia Street West bears N29°30'00"W at 430.00', thence with 
the Westerly side of Virginia Street West for the following course: 
 
S29°30'00"E 10.00' to a point at the intersection of the Westerly side of said Virginia 
Street West and the southerly side of the 10' wide alley, thence leaving said Virginia 
Street West and with the Southerly side of the 10' wide alley for the following course: 
 
S60°30'00"W 280.00' to a point at the intersection of the Southerly side of said alley and 
the Easterly side of Monongalia Street, thence with the Easterly side of Monongalia 
Street for the following course: 
N29°30'00"W 10.00' to a point at the intersection of the Easterly side of said Monongalia 
Street and the Northerly side of the 10' wide alley, thence leaving said Monongalia 
Street and with the Northerly side of the 10' wide alley; 
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N60°30'00"E 280.00' to the place of beginning, containing 2,800 square feet, more or 
less. 
 
2. The City of Charleston hereby reserves a storm sewer easement on the eastern 
portion of said public right of way as shown on that certain map entitled “PLAT OF 
ALLEY SURVEY FOR GOODWLL INDUSTRIES OF KANAWHA VALLEY, INC. 
SITUATE WITHIN THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA,” made by 
Chapman Technical Group, dated January 30, 2008, for the purpose of construction, 
maintenance, repair and removal of storm sewer lines. No person shall construct 
improvements or take any other actions which would interfere with this easement 
without the written permission of the City Engineer and the Charleston Street 
Department. 
 
3. The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is hereby authorized and directed to 
execute, acknowledge and deliver a proper deed conveying to Goodwill Industries of 
Kanawha Valley, Inc., a West Virginia corporation, and its successors in office, all right, 
title and interest in and to said real property as described in Section 1 above, except as 
provided in Section 2 above, for the consideration of Fifty Thousand and 00/100 
($50,000.00). 
 

4. All prior ordinances or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance 
are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

2.  Your Committee on Planning has had under consideration Bill No. 7317, and 
reports the same to Council with the recommendation that the Bill do pass. 
 
Bill No. 7317: A Bill to amend the Zoning Ordinance for the City of Charleston as it 
pertains to electronic reader board signs for areas of major public assembly that are 
located in the Central Business District and clarify the definition of allowable uses of 
joint and shared use parking. 
 
Now, Therefore, Be it Ordained by the Council of the City of Charleston, West Virginia: 
 

That the Zoning Ordinance for the City of Charleston is amended, as it pertains 
to electronic reader boards for areas of major public assembly that are located in the 
Central Business District as follows: 
 
Sec. 2-020 Definitions of Terms 

Abutting.  Having a common border with, or being separated from such a 
common border, including diagonally, by a right-of-way, alley, or easement.  
 
Major Public Assembly Area.  Any area designed to accommodate 1800 or more 
individuals for the purposes of participating or observing programs of 
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participation that are held on a regular basis. Uses include: auditoriums, 
stadiums, gymnasiums and theaters. 

 
Sign, Animated.   Any sign that uses movement or change of lighting to depict 
action or create a special effect or scene, except LED displays on restaurant 
menu boards. 

 
Sign, Electronic Scrolling Message.   A sign with a fixed or changing 
display/message composed of a series of lights, wherein the sequence of 
message and the rate of change is electronically programmed and can be 
modified by electronic processes.  

 
Sign, Electronic Message Board. A sign with a fixed or changing 
display/message that is electronically programmed and can be modified by 
electronic processes. 
 
Sign, Flashing.   A sign, the illumination of which is not constant in intensity when 
in use, and which exhibits sudden or marked changes in lighting effects. LED 
displays on restaurant menu boards are not considered flashing signs.  

 
Sec.  21-060-04 Joint and Shared Use Parking  
A.  The joint use of a parking lot for two or more buildings or uses which are adjacent 

abutting or directly across the public way from each other, may be permitted, 
except for single-family residential and duplexes, provided that:  
1.  The total number of spaces is not less than the sum required for various 

building or uses if computed separately unless the hours of operation are 
computed separately, except in the CBD district.  

2.  Each use of the shared spaces shall function as if having been provided 
separately.    

3. A written agreement shall be prepared by and between property owners 
specifying the conditions for sharing and maintaining said spaces(s), and 
such agreement shall be filed with the City Planning Department.  

B.  The Planning Director may allow a reduction of total parking requirement up to 
twenty-five (25) percent:  
1.  If the applicant can satisfactorily demonstrate the parking spaces will be 

shared with another adjacent land use and the lack of overlap of hours of 
operation of the land uses justify such a reduction, and 

2.  The applicant provides the Planning Director with a written agreement as 
described in (A)(3) above, which includes the justification for the reduction.  

C.  Shared parking facilities shall provide signs on the premises indicating the 
availability of the facility for the patrons of the participating uses.  

D.  Modifications to the structures in which the uses are located or changes in tenant 
occupancy shall require review for compliance with this Section.

Sec.  22-090 Nonconforming On-Premise Signs  
Signs lawfully erected prior to the effective date of this ordinance, and any subsequent 
amendments, which do not meet the standards of this article may be maintained except 
as hereafter provided.  
A.  No nonconforming sign shall:  

1.  Be changed to another nonconforming sign.  
2.  Be structurally altered so as to prolong the life of the sign or so as to change the shape, 

size, type or design of the sign.  
3.  Be re-established or maintained after the activity, business or usage to which it relates 

has been discontinued for 90 days or longer.  
4.  Be repaired or erected after being damaged if the repair or erection of the sign would 

cost more than fifty (50) percent of the cost of an identical new sign.  
B.  No person shall be required to remove a sign which was erected in compliance 

with this article if said sign becomes nonconforming due to a change occurring 
after the effective date of this amendment, in the location of buildings, streets or 
other signs which change is beyond the control of the owner of the sign and the 
premises on which it is located.  

C.  If the owner of a sign or the premises on which a sign is located changes the 
location of a building, property line or sign, or changes the use of a building so 
that any sign on the premises is rendered nonconforming, such sign must be 
removed or made to conform to this chapter.  

D.  Any nonconforming sign shall be removed upon the change of a Certificate of 
Occupancy or business license for occupancy or use of the premises upon which 
the sign is located. A change of occupancy or use is a discontinuance of 
permitted use and the substitution of a use of a different kind or class.  Change of 
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occupancy is not intended to include a change of tenants or proprietors unless 
accompanied by a change in the type of use.

WHEREAS, Kanawha Coin & Relics, a West Virginia company, is the owner of 
the parcel of land at 707 Fife Street; and 
 

WHEREAS, proposed renovations to the heating and air conditioning system 
servicing the building include the installation of an air conditioning unit that will encroach 
airspace above City property located at East Charleston tax district map 5, parcel 42, a 
map of which is attached as Exhibit A hereto; and 

 
WHEREAS, said projections will not encroach more than three feet into the right-

of-way and will be no wider than three feet at a height of no less than eight feet above 
ground level; and 
 

WHEREAS, installation of the air conditioning unit in the stated location and 
operation thereof is necessary for Kanawha Coin & Relics to continue operating a 
downtown business;  

 
WHEREAS, the granting to Kanawha Coin & Relics of an easement to install an 

air conditioning unit which projects into the airspace will not in any way materially 
interfere with the City of Charleston or the public generally with respect to the use and 
occupancy of City property; and 
 
 WHEREAS, Kanawha Coin & Relics has requested that the City of Charleston 
permit the use of air space rights for air conditioning unit for so long as the building 
remains in existence and said air conditioning unit is operational and an appurtenance 
thereto; and 
 
 WHEREAS, for consideration of Forty-five Dollars ($45.00), reflecting the fair 
market value of the easement per square foot, the City of Charleston desires to grant 
Kanawha Coin & Relics an easement for air space to maintain the projections 
consistent with all applicable City and State of West Virginia laws; provided that the 
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easement shall automatically cease and terminate in the event of abandonment and 
nonuse thereof for the purposes intended for a period of ninety days, and all rights 
therein or thereto shall revert to the City of Charleston for its use and benefit; 
 

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the City of Charleston 
be and is hereby authorized and directed, on behalf of the City of Charleston and under 
the authority of the provisions of W. Va. State Code §§ 8-16-1 et seq., to grant to 
Kanawha Coin & Relics an easement for the projection of an air conditioning unit, as 
indicated on plans attached hereto, and subject to the terms generally set forth herein. 
 

FURTHER RESOLVED, that said easement shall be upon the expressed 
condition and limitations that, except in the case of replacement repairs, in the event 
such projection ceases to be an appurtenance to the proposed building, or if the

All that certain lot, tract or parcel of land lying and being situate in the city of Charleston, 
Charleston West Tax District, Kanawha County, West Virginia, being more particularly 
bounded and described as follows:  
Beginning at a point at the intersection of the Westerly side of Virginia Street West and 
the Northerly side of a 10' wide alley, said point also being the Southeastern corner to 
Goodwill Industries of Kanawha Valley, Inc., (Deed Book 2616 at page 211), from which 
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a 3/4" iron pipe found bent bears S89°52'38"W at 0.40' and another 3/4" iron pipe found 
on the Westerly side of Virginia Street West bears N29°30'00"W at 430.00', thence with 
the Westerly side of Virginia Street West for the following course: 
 
S29°30'00"E 10.00' to a point at the intersection of the Westerly side of said Virginia

N60°30'00"E 280.00' to the place of beginning, containing 2,800 square feet, more or 
less. 
 
2. The City of Charleston hereby reserves a storm sewer easement on the eastern 
portion of said public right of way as shown on that certain map entitled “PLAT OF 
ALLEY SURVEY FOR GOODWLL INDUSTRIES OF KANAWHA VALLEY, INC. 
SITUATE WITHIN THE CITY OF CHARLESTON, WEST VIRGINIA,” made by 
Chapman Technical Group, dated January 30, 2008, for the purpose of construction, 
maintenance, repair and removal of storm sewer lines. No person shall construct 
improvements or take any other actions which would interfere with this easement 
without the written permission of the City Engineer and the Charleston Street 
Department. 
 
3. The Mayor of the City of Charleston be, and is hereby authorized and directed to 
execute, acknowledge and deliver a proper deed conveying to Goodwill Industries of 
Kanawha Valley, Inc., a West Virginia corporation, and its successors in office, all right, 
title and interest in and to said real property as described in Section 1 above, except as 
provided in Section 2 above, for the consideration of Sixteen Thousand Eight Hundred 
Dollars ($16,800.00). 
 
4. All prior ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent with this ordinance are 
hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
